SHORT VERSE LIST ON CHILD DISCIPLINE:
Key to these is “beating” with a “rod” which will cause the child to “cry”.

Wisdom needs to be employed here:  Do not cause “undo” harm (know well your state laws involving

corporal punishment).  A rod is not a metal object…it is more like a “switch”.  “Beating” has a bad connotation now, but is simply “striking”.  The most “effective” place to strike is the buttocks.  Never ever strike the face, head, or other areas that may cause serious injury.   The goal is showing love and causing the desired “right” change.  The main thought to consider in all this is “if I don’t effectively discipline my child, they may never get saved from Hell and/or may give you much shame and grief later in life. Much could be said concerning this subject, but I will just leave it up to the Word of God.  It is the authority, not me.
"He that spareth his rod hateth his son: but he that loveth him chasteneth him betimes" Proverbs 13:24.

"Chasten thy son while there is hope, and let not thy soul spare for his crying" (Proverbs 19:18).

"Foolishness is bound in the heart of a child; but the rod of correction shall drive it far from him" (Proverbs 22:15).

"Withhold not correction from the child: for if thou beatest him with the rod, he shall not die. Thou shalt beat him with the rod, and shalt deliver his soul from hell" (Proverbs 23:13,14). 

"The rod and reproof give wisdom: but a child left to himself bringeth his mother to shame" (Proverbs 29:15).

"Correct thy son, and he shall give thee rest; yea, he shall give delight unto thy soul" (Proverbs 29:17).
