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FATHER:

1.  Well pleased

a)  Every Father’s desire is to be pleased with their son.  They want their boy to make them proud.  They have great aspirations for their son.  Great satisfaction is received with a son that ‘makes somethin with his life’.  

c)  In Mt 3:13-17 and 17:1-5 the only 2 accounts where God the Father speaks from Heaven to tell how pleased He was with His Son, saying “this is My beloved Son in whom I am well pleased”.
d)  First, He wanted everyone around to know about His great Son.  He bragged on Him.  Showed Him off.

e)  Second, He let them (and His Son) know that His Son was “beloved”.  A very special relationship was evident.

f)  And thirdly, God the Father was not just ‘pleased’ with His Son, but “well pleased”!  He was extatic…bubbling over with satisfaction….gleeful.

g)  This great pleasure was in that His Son obeyed Him fully and in Mt 3 He followed in baptism and began the work that His Father had called Him to, and in Mt 17 He was glorified and had basically finished this work.
h)  The Bible states that “a wise son maketh a glad father” (Pv 10:1), and “My son, if thine heart be wise, my heart shall rejoice…Yea, my reins shall rejoice, when thy lips speak right things” (Pv 23:15,16).
i)  A father’s goal should be to have a son that is well pleasing to him…just like God’s Son.

2.  Well prepared
a)  God the Father so loved the world that He “gave” His only begotten Son…    He gave His prized possession.  He held nothing back.  

b)  He knew that harm would come to Him, but was willing in order to be of benefit to others.  He could have rightly kept His Son all to Himself and spared both of them all this tribulation.

c)  It was “tough love” to the max that He showed.  
d)  A father should be raising his son to be a “gift” to this world.   He should have a plan and a goal for doing this.

e)  The father will receive benefit when he is “well pleased”, but must go through maybe some pain for a while:  i.e. preparing and then sending your son as a missionary;  or even just sending him out when he is married.

f)  A father shouldn’t be selfish and keep his son all to himself, but, be willing to “let him go” someday…when he has been prepared properly and is ready.

g)  Don’t just leave it all up to the son on what he will be when he grows up.  The father is totally responsible for how his son turns out.  He is to teach and guide him every step of the way.  Make your will known, and expect your son to follow it.  

h)  He is “sent” (given) when the father is ready to send him…not when the son is (i.e. when he turns 18).

SON:
1.  Will purposed

a)  Your father has a will for your life.  He wants you to be successful in life.  He wants you to do right.  More specifically, he wants you to be trained in a certain trade, then get a job, take care of your family, and serve God in your church.  He may even want you to become a full time minister of God.

b)  Do you have any clue what your father wants for your life...what his will for you is?  Do you even care?

c)  Is your heart set on absolutely doing your father’s will, or is it set on your own?   The anthem of young people today seems to be “it’s my life and I’m going to live it the way I want to!”.  

d)  The Son of God said  “I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.”  In another verse He says “For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me” (Jn 6:38)  
e)  The Son of God was greatly pushed and tempted to give up on doing His Father’s will.  But, praise the Lord, He kept purposed to do it!  Even though He was feeling like giving up (in the flesh side), He said “nevertheless, not as I wilt, but as Thou wilt” (Mt 26:39).
f)  The Son of God said at age 12 that He was to be busy about His Father’s business (Lk 2:49).  He knew from a young age what was important in life.  Even as a youngster, He focused His energies on doing His Father’s will.  The Son of God had to let the people around Him know that He had to be focused on what His Father had told Him to do.

g)  The Son of God grew in favor with God the Father (Lk 2:52);  this is because He continued in doing His Father’s will.  He did as was expected by His Father...all the way!

h)  It is good to know what your father’s will is, but that doesn’t matter much if you are not actually doing it.

i)  Are you busy doing what your father has told you to do?  Or, do you keep getting sidetracked?  Or, have you decided that you are going to do your own thing?

j)  Your job as a son is to please your father.  Have you given him much pleasure lately?

k)  The Son of God followed His Father’s will all the way to the end...at the end He said “Tetalestai” (it is finished).  Will you be able to say that at the end of your life?
2.  Went properly

a)  The Son of God had a perfect relationship with His Father.  He had all He needed, and was taken care of excellently.  But, His Father had a great plan for His life, and it involved His Son leaving Him and going to a place full of danger and evil.  He had to send His Son to this world that He might save it.
b)  God the Father trained His Son very well for the task at hand.  The Son knew He could do it, but it wouldn’t be easy.
c)  The Son was ready and willing to be sent to do His Father’s will.  “My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work” (Jn 4:34).
d)  Your father has a great plan for your life.  He teaches you, guides you, and gives you the resources to do this.  He really wants the best for you.

e)  Your father someday will send you out into this wicked world.  You will be well trained.  You will know what your mission is.  

f)  Just because you reach 18 years old, doesn’t mean that you automatically are ready to be sent out.  Your father may not be done training you yet.  It may not be until you are 25.  You are just to be getting ready to be sent and closely following your father’s will.

Your life is not your own to live anyway you want to.  You are your father’s possession.  He has put an enormous amount of time, money, and energy into you.  You are like an investment that He hopes will pay off big dividends in the end.
