What do you get excited about in life?  Sports!   Old cars!  Intriguing novel!   Adventure!  Vacation!  Party!   Career!   Money!
What about God? Church? Bible? Salvation?  Heaven?  Fellowship? Prayer? Victory over sin?!!!!

Look at the avg. church attender as they sit out there in pewland?....sad, glum, bored, asleep….!

Christianity is not suppose to be boring.    It’s not some religious exercise.
Why so blaah and bored?!    Sadly, the carnal excites you and spiritual is boring:     

Others have taught you (just by observation) that the religious is boring, a duty, inconvenient, a drudgery….
If you go to a championship football game, they are going to be shouting, etc all the way through it…

If you go to Heaven, they are going to be shouting all the way through it!

Break out of your shell.  Get out of your comfort zone.  Quit holding back.  Get excited about God, church, bible, salvation, heaven,….!
Make sure that God and the people around (and you yourself) know for certain that you are excited, happy, joyful, ecstatic!
WHY ARE YOU SO DOWN IN THE DUMPS?!

Ps 43:4-5 Then will I go unto the altar of God, unto God my exceeding joy: yea, upon the harp will I praise thee, O God my God. Why art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted within me? hope in God: for I shall yet praise him, who is the health of my countenance, and my God.

MAKE THE DECISION TO BE HAPPY!
Ps 104:33-34 I will sing unto the LORD as long as I live: I will sing praise to my God while I have my being. My meditation of him shall be sweet: I will be glad in the LORD.

HOW DELIGHTFUL!

Ps 37:4 Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart. 

What does it mean to “delight thyself also in the LORD”?   How does someone look when they are simply delighted?!
     We are to be delighted with the Lord Jesus Christ!

     To be delighted with the things of the Lord: Church, Bible, devotions, loving others, trying to witness, serving the Lord.

     Delight is more than just being ‘ok’ with something:  it is to be full of joy, pleasure, excitement, thrills, totally satisfied!

     Does this well explain how your relationship with the Lord and the things of the Lord is?!!!.....

     Do you want God to give you the desires of your heart?

     Do you want to delight thyself in the Lord?

WHAT’S THERE TO GET ALL EXCITED ABOUT?

Ps 16:11 Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore.

Jas 1:17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

1 Co 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.

Ps 70:4 Let all those that seek thee rejoice and be glad in thee: and let such as love thy salvation say continually, Let God be magnified.

Ps 35:9 And my soul shall be joyful in the LORD: it shall rejoice in his salvation .

Ps 5:11-12 But let all those that put their trust in thee rejoice: let them ever shout for joy, because thou defendest them: let them also that love thy name be joyful in thee. For thou, LORD, wilt bless the righteous; with favour wilt thou compass him as with a shield.

1 Pe 1:8,9 Whom having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of glory: Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls.

Ps 119:  174 I have longed for thy salvation, O LORD; and thy law is my delight.    162 I rejoice at thy word, as one that findeth great spoil.

16 I will delight myself in thy statutes: I will not forget thy word.

1 Th 5:16-18 Rejoice evermore. Pray without ceasing. In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.

Php 4:4 Rejoice in the Lord alway: and again I say, Rejoice.

IF YOU’RE DOING WHAT’S RIGHT THEN YOU’LL HAVE DELIGHT

Ps 32:11 Be glad in the LORD, and rejoice, ye righteous: and shout for joy, all ye that are upright in heart.

If you are doing what’s right then you’ll have delight!  It is a guarantee!  

The righteous have just got to be glad and rejoice exceedingly!  They are pleasing their Heavenly Father; He’s happy with them.

So, when you do what’s right, you need to have delight!

A big reason you are not delighting much in the Lord is because you are not doing what is right.
You have the burden of sin on you; who can possibly be happy with that going on?!
The saddest person is the born-again believer who is backsliding!
Get right and have delight!

YOU NEED TO JOIN A PRAISE AND WORSHIP TEAM!  

EVERY CHURCH SERVICE SHOULD BE A PRAISE-A-THON!
How often do you praise the Lord?
Ps 34:1 I will bless the LORD at all times: his praise shall continually be in my mouth.

Ps 113:3 From the rising of the sun unto the going down of the same the LORD's name is to be praised.

Ps 119:164 Seven times a day do I praise thee because of thy righteous judgments.
Ps 145:1-2 …I will extol thee, my God, O king; and I will bless thy name for ever and ever. Every day will I bless thee; and I will praise thy name for ever and ever.

If you ever run out of reasons for praising the Lord, consider this one…
Ps 99:3  Let them praise thy great and terrible name; for it is holy.
Get excited when you praise the Lord; just how impressive is He?......!
Ps 47:1-2 To the chief Musician, A Psalm for the sons of Ko'-rah. O clap your hands, all ye people; shout unto God with the voice of triumph. For the LORD most high is terrible; he is a great King over all the earth.

Singing may be the main avenue for praising the Lord!

Ps 68:4 Sing unto God, sing praises to his name: extol him that rideth upon the heavens by his name JAH, and rejoice before him.
Is 12:4-6 And in that day shall ye say, Praise the LORD, call upon his name, declare his doings among the people, make mention that his name is exalted. Sing unto the LORD; for he hath done excellent things: this is known in all the earth. Cry out and shout , thou inhabitant of Zion: for great is the Holy One of Israel in the midst of thee.

When you walk thru these doors, there should be some shouting going on!   (not at each other…)

Ps 100:4,5 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name. For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his truth endureth to all generations.

Ps 42:4   When I remember these things, I pour out my soul in me: for I had gone with the multitude, I went with them to the house of God, with the voice of joy and praise, with a multitude that kept holyday.

Say so!

Ps 107:1-2 O give thanks unto the LORD, for he is good: for his mercy endureth for ever. Let the redeemed of the LORD say so, 

Testimony time….!
Ps 107:8  Oh that men would praise the LORD for his goodness, and for his wonderful works to the children of men!
