JOHN 1:1-3
WORD OF GOD  (1)    

Rev 19:13  He is indeed The Word of God.  He is the One Who spoke it to us both in the Old Testament and in the New.  He spake exactly as the Father told Him to.  If you have a “red letter edition” Bible, then all the words in it should be Red!  and read!
DEITY (1)
There is no doubt about it;  He is God.

1Jn 5:20  You want to know Who the true God is?  It is Jesus Christ!

Jn 5:18  Equal to God; which means He = God!  They wanted to kill Him because of this statement.

10:30  He and His Father are one in essence, i.e. Godhood.  But they are not the same Person.
12:45  14:9 Again, they are not the same identical Person, but what they were seeing as the same 
      was Deity.

20:28   The big doubter, Thomas, finally understood that He was indeed God

Heb 1:8  Even God the Father called His Son God!

Jn 8:58   I AM connotates the great “self-existant One”.  He is Yahweh…Jehovah…God

CREATOR (1-3)   
Jn 17:5,24  He was with His loving Father before anything was ever created
Heb 1:2,3  He is the One appointed to be in charge of all here on Earth, including its creation.

Rev 4:11 Col 1:16 He created all things for His own pleasure
Col 1:16,17  He was before all this…and He holds all “this” together

Rv 1:8  He exists, always has and always will
IN THE FLESH (14)    
1Ti 3:16  God showed Himself to mankind through Jesus Christ…in the flesh…One Who you could 
      touch and see.

Php 2:5-8  He was 100% God while on Earth, but presented Himself at that time as a humble servant of 
      no reputation…a real live human being…but 100% God.

Is 7:14, Lk 1:27 Mt 1:18 Gen 3:15  Micah 5:2  Is 9:6  It was long prophesied about His birth. He had to be 
      born of a virgin Jewess in Bethlehem;  He could not be stained with sin (via Joseph) for He was, is,  

      and shall always be totally free of sin. 
Lk 2:40  He grew up like any other child would; but He was totally obedient to His Father 

Jn 4:9, Is 53:2, Mt 26:48  He looked like a typical Jewish male;  nothing beautiful or outstanding about 
      His appearance.
1Co 15:1-4  The great Gospel message that Jesus Christ suffered and died in the flesh, and then rose again 
      and is alive evermore, praise God!
2Co 5:21 Heb 4:15  He was Himself sinless and died for sinners

2Co 5:15-17  He was God in the flesh Who died for all flesh
Lk 19:10  1Ti 1:15  His main purpose for being born in the flesh was to die for sinners so they didn’t have 
      to go to Hell!

Heb 1:3  After He paid the price for our sins, He went back to His rightful position, to the right hand of the Father.
