The following is a listing of most of the Satanic practices that are condemned in the Holy Word of God with associated Bible verses:

Astrologer:  one who observes the heavens, and believes that these heavenly bodies influence men’s lives.  Also, observer of times

Charmer:  those who cast spells through incantations and/or sorcery.  Also, enchanters.

Consulter with familiar spirits:  one who contacts supposed spirits of the dead;  seances involve with this too.

Divination:  fortune telling, future telling, divining into the unknown, soothsaying.

Necromancy:  the practice of learning of future events through the attempt at communication with the dead.

Sorcery:  the practice of witchcraft, wizardry, magic, divination, and enchanting.

Witch:  one who practices witchcraft;  a worshipper of Satan or of nature and its forces.

Isa 47:13-14 Thou art wearied in the multitude of thy counsels. Let now the astrologers, the stargazers, the monthly prognosticators, stand up, and save thee from these things that shall come upon thee. Behold, they shall be as stubble; the fire shall burn them; they shall not deliver themselves from the power of the flame: there shall not be a coal to warm at, nor fire to sit before it.

Dan 1:19-20 And the king communed with them; and among them all was found none like Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah: therefore stood they before the king. And in all matters of wisdom and understanding, that the king inquired of them, he found them ten times better than all the magicians and astrologers that were in all his realm.

Deut 18:9-15 When thou art come into the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee, thou shalt not learn to do after the abominations of those nations. There shall not be found among you any one that maketh his son or his daughter to pass through the fire, or that useth divination, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch, Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, or a wizard, or a necromancer. For all that do these things are an abomination unto the LORD: and because of these abominations the LORD thy God doth drive them out from before thee. Thou shalt be perfect with the LORD thy God. For these nations, which thou shalt possess, hearkened unto observers of times, and unto diviners: but as for thee, the LORD thy God hath not suffered thee so to do. The LORD thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken;

Lev 19:31 Regard not them that have familiar spirits, neither seek after wizards, to be defiled by them: I am the LORD your God.

Lev 20:6-7 And the soul that turneth after such as have familiar spirits, and after wizards, to go a whoring after them, I will even set my face against that soul, and will cut him off from among his people. Sanctify yourselves therefore, and be ye holy: for I am the LORD your God.

Lev 20:27 A man also or woman that hath a familiar spirit, or that is a wizard, shall surely be put to death: they shall stone them with stones: their blood shall be upon them.

Ex 22:18 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.

2 Chron 33:1,6  Manasseh was twelve years old when he began to reign, and he reigned fifty and five years in Jerusalem… And he caused his children to pass through the fire in the valley of the son of Hinnom: also he observed times, and used enchantments, and used witchcraft, and dealt with a familiar spirit, and with wizards: he wrought much evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to anger.

1 Sam 15:23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because thou hast rejected the word of the LORD, he hath also rejected thee from being king.

It is very evident that Satanism, magic, and witchcraft were all being practiced soon after man appeared on Earth.  It has not died out since then, but rather is on the increase again, and will cumulate with the AntiChrist and his evil empire.
"Magic", is a type of Occultism. The first type (covered in previous lessons on the occult) is Divination, which attempts to "foretell the future".  Magic tries to "change the future" through implementing special “powers” (spells, rituals, charms, prayers) in order to heal the sick, kill an enemy, change the weather, etc. 

A key promoter of magic in this century was Aleister Crowley who founded the Britain magical association known as A:A "Argenteum Astrum the Silver Star".  He later became a heroin addict, and an incoherent idiot after the death of his son at a private ritual between the two.  Crowley added a "k", "Magick", to distinguish it from the "Magician" who entertains an audience with tricks and illusions.

There are several kinds of "Magic":
A- Personal:
    1- White Magic, Black Magic, Ghosts.
    2- Witchcraft, Witch Doctors - Wicca
    3- Satanism, Black Mass.
One major "difference" between these 3 kinds of Magic, is that "regular Magic" has a clientele, works at home, or in an apartment; the "Witches" have a Coven; and "Satanists” have a temple.
B- Impersonal:

    4- Magic Prayers, Spells, Fetishes. Amulets, Talismans, Superstitions.

1- "WHITE MAGIC", "BLACK MAGIC":
- "White Magic"  is the one used for good purposes: Healing the sick, gettin a job, the return of the bad husband, or the rebel child, obtaining a boyfriend, or to make it rain, sunshine, or stop a thunderstorm.
- "Black Magic" is used for bad purposes: Harming other people, making someone sick, causing the loosing of a job, or even killing someone.  Also, causing a bad thunderstorm, a hurricane, a fire at home or in the business, etc.
- "Sex Magic" is a perverted form of magic that focuses on sexual immorality to gain powers, and is what is occasionally (or often) seen associated with sex crimes.

"Typical Rite of Magic":

    1- The Magician places himself in the presence of Satan.  Also, this is similar to the “Invocation” practiced by Christians.
    2- The "spell":  The Magician asks the Devil for a ‘good’ or bad deed, following a certain course of verbage.

    3- The "rite":  Can involve the destruction of a wax image to harm a victim, the placing of pins or needles on a doll, the placing of the hands on the sick, or the one who wants a good job, the sprinkling of water to obtain rain, the use of fire on an object to cause fire where that object is from (i.e. a home or business), etc.

    4- The "fetish": They give something to the client to use for special powers: a potion, herbs, a charm, a prayer, an amulet to wear on the neck, a ring, a crystal... and even real poisons!
    5- The "potions":  they are to drink these for 9 days to receive that which is sought after magically. Potions are made from the most rare objects, i.e. cooking urine of a crocodile, with hairs of an elephant, plus a human bone, the excrement of a bat, and a nail of tiger... and that's why the Magic is so expensive, from $50 to $5,000 for a good work!.

    6- The "prayers":  Special preplanned prayers that are bought and then prayed many times a day in order to obtain some special happening.  The prayers are very blasphemous and honor Satan.

Involved with all of these “rites” is the use of hallucinogenic herbs and chemicals to alter the minds (and spirits) of these deceived ones.

2- "WITCHCRAFT", "Wicca", "Sorcery", "Witch Doctors":
"Witchcraft",  is a secret society of evildoers, who have a pact with the devil, whom they worship at night in obscene rites in the form of a black goat. Usually, on the initiation, the candidate has to give adoration to Satan in a formalistic way.
It is the most advanced "black magic”.  Here, the terms "Witchcraft", "Sorcery", and "Magic" are nearly synonymous. "Wicca", is also the same, but with special emphasis on "sexual rites".  The "Witch Doctor" is  usually a "solo practice" of white magic, to heal the sick, but can also practice black magic. “Witchcraft” is a kind of polytheistic religion of nature and the universe, that adheres to tenets of reincarnation and karma, and practice also "clairvoyance", "divination", "astral projection", and many, many more oddities.
“Witches” identify themselves as "pagans", "druids", "earth or nature religion", "positive magick", "the craft", "the craft of the wise", "wisecraft", "goddess worship", "wimmin religion", "shamanism", and more….    There are today about 300,000 witches in the USA, 15,000 in England, 60,000 in France, and it is almost universal in nonliterate societies.

- "Covens": The "magician" has a "solo practice" with a clientele, "witchcraft" is a religion organized in groups, or "covens" of 13 people, one of whom is the High Priestess, and other the High Priest.

- "Women": It focuses on nature worship and fertility rites, and for this reason it has been dominated by "women", called "witch" or "sorceress"; the male counterpart are called "wizard", "sorcerer", or "warlock"... some believe that Satan, being a male personification of evil, preferred women assistants.

- "Gods": The main one is the "Great Mother Goddess", the Earth, identified in different cultures as Diane, Aphrodite, Artemis, Astarte, Kore, Hecate. The male consort "Pan", "the Hornet God", is identified in different cultures as Apollo, Adonis, Dionysius, Lucifer, Osiris, Thor, Baphonet. The Mother Goddess is represented by the Moon, and the Horned God by the Sun... their ceremonies are called "Drawing down the Moon", and "Drawing down the Sun".

- "Esbat" and "Sabbat": Regular meetings are called "Esbat"; the special meetings, 8 times a year, are called "Sabbats", and pinpoint key phases in the seasonal progress of Mother Earth to harmonize with the rhythm of nature:

The "RITE":

There is a wide variety of beliefs and practices, however, all meetings have the 4 points already described in the "Black Magic": The presence of Satan, the spell, the rite, and the fetish.

A "Typical Ceremony": The most desirable way to celebrate it is in the nude ("skyclad"), and outdoors where the ceremony is closest to nature, attended by the 13 members of the coven plus the invited guests. An imaginary circle, is drawn around the coven with a ritualistic dagger ("athame").  Candles are lit, and incense is burned in the altar. Witches intone: "Queen of heaven, Queen of hell, Hornet hunter of the night, Lend your power unto the spell, Work my will by magic rite".  Satan asks each member: What damage have you done until today?... and each one answers.  The "initiates", renounce to their Christian beliefs, stepping on a cross or spiting on a Bible, and make a contract with Satan, to serve and adore him; they are baptized by Satan, and permanently "marked" with the pentagram on the arm or private parts. Then the "spells" are made.   Spirits are called. Animals are sacrificed...

The High Priestess forms the invoking "pentagram of fire" on each member touching the throat, left hip, right breast, left breast, right hip, and throat again... making prayers for the ancient pagan gods to indwell themselves.  The ceremony may end with a feast, eating and drinking around the fire and incense, with hot music, and a sex orgy, with most of them under the influence of hallucinogenic herbal drugs.
3.  SATANISM:
"Satanism", is the worship and imitation of the biblical Satan or Lucifer. Satan is referred as the brother of Christ.

    - The "emblem", is a pentagram, like the one of witchcraft, but inverted, with the face of Satan on it. It is not witchcraft, although in practice they are both somewhat similar

    - The "credo", is summed up in "do what thou wilt shall be the whole of the Law", coined by Crowley in "The Book of the Law".

There are two kinds of Satanism:
    1- Those who believe in a literal Satan who has powerful forces available to him; animals and children are sacrificed to worship him and get his favors;  and the Black Mass is the main rite.

    2- Those who believe that Satan does not exist, but it is merely the symbol or personification of the flesh’s desire.  They believe in unseen forces that are manipulated to help them in their endless pursuit of sensuality.
Categories of Satanists:
    There are not many Satanists, may be less than 10,000 in the world!... only curiosity and sensationalism pays them much attention, and the actual satanic activity has been greatly exaggerated. 

    But there are several categories:

    1- Group secretive Satanists: They believe that Satan really exists and they overtly hate Christianity, celebrate the Black Mass, and they celebrate it by drinking the blood of a sacrificial animal or human, mimicking the Lord’s Supper in a blasphemous manner.
    2- Public Church Satanists: They are nonsecret and hold worship services open to the public, they base most of their practices upon the writings of Anton LaVey's "Satanic Bible", and they believe that Satan is a symbolic force: The Church of Satan of LaVey, Temple of Set. The Church of Thelema of Crowley, the Order of the Golden Down, and derivations of the Ordo Templi Orientis (OTO), may also be included in this category.

    3- Youth Gang Satanists:  These see Satanism as a symbol of rebellion against any authority. For most, interest in Satanism is a passing fad influenced by drugs, sex, and rock-and-roll.  Many of the teen killings at schools were based in this theory.

    4- Individual Satanists:  They usually are very disturbed and psychotic individuals who delve into Satanism in private, and become quite demented and evil.  These folk are probably in your neighborhood and you don’t even know it.
 
Morality of Satanism:

"Do what you will" is the general principle. They believe that they will get powers to perform magic by the doing of evil acts.

They will spray graffitti, burn crosses, burn churches, sexually molest, and even ritualistically kill a human (this is where the highest level of magical powers is released). 

Black Mass:

This is the ultimate religious rite they perform. It involves the most blasphemous sexual practices imaginable (they are not fit to print).  Occasionally an innocent baby is slaughtered and the attendees will drink its blood and eat its flesh.  There are blasphemous acts done to the cross of Christ while they cry out “Hail Satan”.  At the end is a drug induced sexual orgy with every perversion imaginable.  [Sexual perversion and Satanism or very closely linked]
 

The Satanic Bible is filled with unrepeatable blasphemies.  Here is a section that is on the “milder” side of their blasphemies:  “cursed Nazarene, abstractor of stupid parities, impotent king, fugitive god!... O Infernal Majesty, condemn him to the pit, evermore to suffer in perpetual anguish. Bring Thy wrath upon him, O Prince of Darkness..."

... But what is more scary, is to think that every time "we sin", you and I, "we crucify again the Son of God, making a public mockery of Him" (Hb 6:6).

Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the King of Kings and the Lord of Lords.  Satan is doomed for eternal punishment in the Lake of Fire!!!

Hallelujah and Amen!

4-FETISHES, Talismans, Amulets, Charms, Superstitions, Potions, Curses, Spells, Magic Prayers, Spoils (In spanish: Despojos, Riegos, Velaciones).

This is the fourth group of "Magic". 

 - "Fetish": A portuguese word meaning "enchantment", is an object, potion, or writing given by a witch with apparent magical powers. 

 - "Talisman": it is an object held to have magical or protective powers: A rock, a crystal, a metal, a doll, a cloth... a ring, a bracelet, a chain…they are symbols of Satanism and magick.

 - "Amulet": An arabic word, "hamelet", which means "hanging": It is like a hanging talisman against evil or injury, or for good luck: A medal with a chain around the neck, a stone hanging in the neck, a pendent.  The symbolism is of occult origin in these.
 - "Charm": A small ornament worn on a chain or bracelet that is similar to the above two.

 - "Superstition": It is a believe, practice, or rite, that is practiced despite evidence that it is unfounded or irrational... 
 -  "Potions", "Spells", "Curses", "Magic Prayers": more Satanic practices that are too numerous to list here now.
Thus, one can see that magick, sorcery, witchcraft, and Satanism are all interconnected.  They have at their heart the total rejection of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.  They involve a complex series of rites to invoke special powers.  These powers (if real) come from Satan himself.  It appears very exciting to many on the outside, but once one enters within the group they are in deep bondage to the Devil.  We need to warn others of its harm.  Jesus Christ needs to be proclaimed all the more in these most evil of times!!!
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
