SIN:Get Victory over it
Defined:  Falling short of God’s expectation in any way in any situation. It is the transgression of the Law.

Application:  Every human being is a sinner by nature and by practice.  No one is a “good” person.  Our righteousness is as “filthy rags”.  
Types:  A. Ommission – neglecting to do what God expects us to  (Jm 4:17)
             B.  Commission – doing something contrary to God’s will (1Jn 3:4)

Results:  Breaks our fellowship with God (Is 59:1,2)

   Robs us of our joy (Ps 51:1-12)

   Condemns us to Hell forever  (Ro 6:23, Rv 20:11-15, Jn 3:18,19)

Forgiveness of: Ps 51 (humiliation and sorrow) 1Jn 1:9 (ask for it)
Overcoming:
Confess it (Ps 32:5 acknowledge it; 51:3,4 it should bother you; 1Jn 1:9 forgiveness granted).

Forsake it (Is 55:7 reject, depart; Acts 8:22 ; Lk 13:3 no other way ; 17:3 may need rebuke).

Hate it (Pr 8:13 if you fear God; Am 5:15).

No provision for it (Ro 13:14).

No appearance of it (1Th 5:22)

Overcome it :  
Ga 5:16 battle it             Eph 6:10-18 armour needed    Jm 4:7 submit and resist   1Jn 4:4
Thoughts:

Could you get saved right now...willing to repent of all??!!

Can one reach the “second blessing”, sinless perfection?

Are there sins you were committing that you weren’t aware of then, but now are?

The key with sin is a sorrowful repentant heart.

If sin is pointed out to you by the Holy Spirit, are you willing to stop it?

Is it normal to “enjoy” sin?

Is there an unforgiveable sin?

Are all sins the same to God?

When are our sins forgiven?

What sin doth so easily beset you?
Can a really bad sin cause you to not be saved anymore?
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
